Are You In or Out?
	 Organizing an event can be challenging. 
Scheduling, coordinating, reservations and invitations 
are all the headaches that go with event organization. 
People’s schedules are often so packed that getting 
them to commit to an event can sometimes feel like 
herding cats: “Are you in or out?” “Not sure. I’ll have 
to get back to you.” We all regret it when we skip out 
on events that turn out to be great: “Man, I should have 
gone to that!” But whether we are included or not often 
comes down to our own choice: Are you in or out? As 
we know, God’s plan for our lives is always the best 
plan. But do our lives stay within God’s plan for us 
regardless of our choices? When God asks us, “Are you 
in or out?”, does our response change His plan?

	 God’s Word tells us very clearly that sometimes 
we fail to obtain the blessings of God’s plan because of 
our choices. Saul was made the first King over Israel 
and had a chance to establish a lasting house and legacy 
of kings. But when Saul disobeyed God’s command 
given through Samuel, he was told “…the Lord would 
have established your kingdom over Israel forever. But 
now your kingdom shall not endure” (1 Sam. 13:13-14). 
God was planning to give Saul a lasting kingdom and 
house. But when Saul opted out of God’s plan for him, 
God’s plan no longer included him, and Saul missed out 
on God’s blessings. God also promised King Jeroboam 
an enduring house over 10 tribes of Israel if he would 
listen and walk in all of God’s commands (1 Kings 
11:31-38). But Jeroboam turned to idolatry instead 
and lost out on God’s plan of blessings for him and for 
his future family (1 Kings 14:7-11). Israel was given 
a choice between a blessed future or a cursed future. 
God told them to follow His plan of blessings for them 
and their descendants (Deut. 30:19-20). But because 
they later chose to disobey God, they missed out on the 
future blessings of God’s plan and inherited a cursed 
future instead (2 Chron. 34:24-25). 

	 God has always been a straight shooter. He tells 
people that if they follow Him, they will be part of His 
plan and a glorious future. But if they say, “I’m out,” 
then they will miss out and be excluded from His plan. 
Just as events often happen with or without us, so God 
is going to work out His plan regardless of whether we 
choose to be in it or not. By one person or another, God 
will work out His will. The only question we need to 
answer is “Am I in, or am I out?” God had always 
planned to give people all spiritual blessings in Christ 
(Eph. 1:3). But only those who choose to be in Christ 
are part of God’s glorious plan of eternal blessings (Eph. 
1:13-14; Gal. 3:26-29). So let us remember that if we 
step outside of Christ, we step outside of God’s plan and 
future of blessings for us. But if we go all in on God’s 
plan for us in Christ and remain faithful, we have an 
enduring future of blessings with Him guaranteed 
forever. So, are you in or out?
